
Minutes - UNYAC Trustees Meeting

November 16, 2013, 9 am

Conference Call

Participants: Trustees Steve Butler, Deborah Byers, Patricia Brown, Brooke Conklin, Wendy Deichmann, Essie Harding, John Jackson, Lee Mount, and Paul Wiley.  Conference Treasurer Kevin Domanico also participated.

The meeting was started by D. Byers at 9:05 with a brief reflection on a sermon given by a young United Methodist clergyman in Dallas on the Sunday following the death of John F. Kennedy.  (A link to the sermon was sent to the trustees following the meeting.)

Lee Mount presented the recommendation of the Insurance Governance Team.  After questions and careful consideration, the trustees voted unanimously to work with Church Mutual to provide all necessary insurances for the Conference for 2014.  Church Mutual will form a customer relationship with each local church, billing them directly, and within 2014, inspecting and valuing the facilities of each.  Local churches will be able to choose one of three valuation methods and pay accordingly.  We will be advised of progress and changes.  

Upon information provided by Kevin Domanico, the trustees voted unanimously to provide an emergency loan for furnace repair to a church in the Genesee Valley District.  They agreed that this would be the impetus to develop a revolving loan program for the Conference.  D. Byers and P. Wiley will work with K. Domanico to develop a proposal.

(NOTE:  D.S. T. Anderson was informed of the loan after the meeting.  He reported on Monday that the loan was no longer necessary as congregants and sister churches had pledged enough to completely cover repair costs.)
