Certified Lay Servants

Is a professing member of a local church or charge or a baptized
participant of a recognized United Methodist collegiate ministry or other
United Methodist ministry setting who desires to serve the church and
who knows and is committed to Scripture and the doctrine, heritage,
organization, and life of The United Methodist Church. This is a person
who has received specific training to witness to the Christian faith
through spoken communication, to lead within a church and community,
and to provide caring ministry.

The certified lay servant serves the local church or charge

(or beyond the local church or charge) in ways in which his

or her witness, leadership, and service inspire others to a deeper
commitment to Christ and more effective discipleship.

Certified Lay Speakers

is one whose call has been affirmed by the conference committee on lay
servant ministries to serve the church in pulpit supply in accordance and
compliance with §341.1

The certified lay speaker serves by preaching the Word
when requested by the pastor, district superintendent, or committee on
lay servant ministries.

Certified Lay Minister

is a certified lay servant or certified lay missioner who is called and
equipped to serve as part of a ministry team with the supervision and
support of a clergyperson.
